OPERATION METHOD

How to operate the handle:

A) Handle lever up to open, turn clockwise to increase waterflow and temperature
through tub filler.

B) Counterclockwise to increase waterflow and temperature through hand Shower

CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

To keep the product clean & shining, follow the steps as below:

1. Flush with clean water & dry with soft cloth only;

2. If any dirt, clean with soft liquid or transparent glass detergent;
3. Do not use any scrubbing detergent, polisher, sand-cloth,
paper tissue or scrape;

4. Do not use acid detergent, insoluble grain-like detergent or
soap;

5. During using, the aerator may accumulate the mud, which
makes the water flow

slow. So circumrotate the aerator off and clean it when

necessary.
